
How do I deal with duplicate Child CRN’s in the potential problems list? 
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1. Duplicate Child CRN’s will appear in point 5 of the potential problems report. 
 

 
 
2. To fix this duplication you need to identify which child has the correct CRN and then amend the incorrect CRN. 

The CRN is associated with the CCB statements so firstly check if there is a CCB statement for either children and if it 

has been entered incorrectly. If there is NO CCB associated with the child then the CRN would be formatted differently. 

Once you have identified the problem record then: 

Go to the Site Map, on the bottom of the window. 
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3. Click on the Open button beside maintenance. 
 

 
 
4. Type in the Table Maintenance password. (Consult your system administrator for this password)

5. Click on DB Maint – Children. 
 

 
 
6. Click on the Order by last name to sort the list by Surname. 
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7. Locate the problem child record (We will assume Koorine-Bauld, Riley is the problem record here) 
 

 
 
8. If you have the correct CRN from a CCB statement for this child then enter this into the CLChildID colum. 

 If there is no CCB statement associated with the child then change the CRN to 1110 followed by the LocalChildID. 

 (ie. Above child will be entered as 1110105471) 

 

The potential problems report should now show no problems with duplicate Child CRN’s.
